HOW DO I ENROL?

1.Complete the enrolment form and either fax or post it to us as soon as possible.

2. You should also pay the enrolment fee of £100 at the same time (see ‘How do I pay?’ below).

HOW DO I PAY?

The enrolment fee of £100 must be paid when you book your course. You can pay:

School, Spencer Square, Ramsgate, Kent CT11 9EQ.

3. By credit card: please complete the details on the enrolment form.

When we have received your enrolment form and £100 enrolment fee we will reserve the course and accommodation for you 

and send you a Certificate of Enrolment confirming your course dates and the total price.

Please note: We must receive full payment for your course before you arrive.  

HOW MUCH POCKET MONEY DO I NEED?

Students taking a Residential Course need only bring their personal spending money - everything else is included.

Young Adult and Adult students taking a Homestay course who have not booked full board will need to bring approximately £20 per week for lunches, plus the cost of any additional trips they wish to take from the Social Club General Programme in addition to their personal spending money.  Junior students should also bring approximately £5 per week to cover the cost of taxi transport home after evening activities.

An amount for pocket money and personal expenditure may be included when you pay your course fees and drawn at weekly intervals if you wish. 

CANCELLATIONS

( If you cancel your course because your visa application was refused we will refund 100% of fees paid on receipt of the original written visa refusal.

( If you cancel your course or accommodation up to 21 days before the start date, we will refund the total fees paid minus the enrolment fee. If you cancel your course less than 21 days before the start date, the full value of all fees paid, minus the enrolment fee, will be transferred to another course of your choice at a later date.  

( If you wish to cancel all or part of your course or accommodation after your arrival 4 weeks’ notice must be given.  The balance of the accommodation fees will be refunded in full and the balance of the tuition fees will be transferred to another course at a later date.  If less than the required notice period is given, 4 weeks’ tuition and accommodation fees will still be deducted from the remaining balance.

INSURANCE

We strongly recommend that you take out an insurance policy to cover you against travel and medical problems and cancellation or termination of your course.  The school offers a reasonably priced insurance policy for students of ARELS schools.  Please ask for our information leaflet Travel Insurance for Students Visiting the UK.
